Daws Butler, The Inspiration

On July 31st at the Glendale Public Library, devoted fans, 
family members and former students of Daws Butler, 
gathered to pay tribute to the legendary voice of Huckleberry 
Hound, Yogi Bear, and Quik-Draw McGraw.   This “reunion” 
was attended by the voices of “Captain Hook”, “Rocky J. 
Squirrel” and “Bart Simpson,” aka Corey Burton, June Foray 
and Nancy Cartwright, respectively.   

Host Joe Bevilacqua and co-writer Ben Ohmart launched 
their release of a compilation of Butler’s works, “Scenes 
for Actors and Voices,” now available for purchase at 
www.amazon.com Also in attendance were Butler’s 
widow, Myrtis, and her sons, David, Don and Chaz.  

Nancy warmed the hearts of all by sharing letters from 1977 
when she was first introduced to Daws.  “He’d mail me 
scripts so I could record them on a hand-held tape recorder.  
He would critique my tapes, and then send me another 
script.  This ‘student-mentor’ relationship eventually 
brought me from Ohio to Los Angeles, so I could work with 
him personally.  I owe my career to Daws Butler.”
